II. 
Financial Report: Sara Williams said we have had two contributions of $4,000.00 each from OxyChem and Chemours. We paid for the tourniquets for the Stop the Bleed Class. There is currently $23,498.15 in the bank. Leroy Moody made a motion to approve the financial report and it was 2nd by Jo Ann Ehmann and the motion passed.  
III.     Subcommittee Reports:
1.   Communications – Leroy Moody –  everything is still normal and running.    
2.   Exercise & Design – Rickey McLester Jr. – said they had the communications drill on December 11 – 12. They had little participation but it was done and documented. Notices were sent out but our contact list is only as good as the updates to it. He urged everyone to please get with Macy to check your contact information and a copy of the list is on the front table so be sure to take time after the meeting to check your information. Rickey said thank you to the ones who did participate in the drill. It did go well and they had five agencies participate. Brandon asked him if he is willing to do another drill and Rickey told him sure. Brandon told everyone he has a challenge for them, to go back to your organization and bring this up to the appropriate people about the next drill. Brandon then said our LEPC sponsored a Stop the Bleed Class at his facility and he told Tracy Nytrai she did a good job and thanked her.  
3.   Fire Chiefs – Nathan Kelley – said he had nothing to report at this time. 
4.   Hazard Analysis & Vulnerability – Rick McLester – was not present.  
5.      Health & Medical – Tracy Nytrai – had handouts and she said there is information on it that covers the Flu, Cholera and Zika, CBRAC will be conducting an Active Shooter Classes in Alice tomorrow from 8 – 12 and it is free. She has had the class and strongly urges everyone to try and attend. CBRAC also has free helmets. CCMC now has fulltime Endovascular coverage. They have increased staffing and patient volumes and triage greet times are 6 – 8 minutes. They have increased education for nursing staff. They are continuing their community education, Fall Prevention, Stop the Bleed, Disaster training and Distracted Driver training. Clara Rieder said it has been a mild flu season but continue to wash your hands and hydrate.  
6. Public Information & Awareness – Ricardo Ortiz – was not present. Gus Lopez said he brought extra Code Red Non Alert Flyers. Brandon asked if they have done any Shelter in Place programs for the schools lately and Gus said no. Brandon explained to the group what the Shelter in Place program is and does and told the group if you know anyone in the school systems to tell them about it and to contact us to schedule a session.                                                                                                                7.          8.     Training –  RJ Thomas – was not present. Tracy Nytrai said ICS-300 and ICS-400 classes will be held in February in the Corpus Christi EOC. You may sign up on preparingtexas.org. Joann Salge said on February 3 – 6 the Corpus Christi Fire Department is hosting a Union Pacific TRANSCAER Railcar Emergency Response training event.  
IV. Action Items:  Update Bylaws with Fire Chiefs Subcommittee. Brandon said the area Fire Chiefs came to them last year requesting help with creating the Fire Chiefs Subcommittee. Their group was never formally added to the Bylaws. He read the proposed Fire Chiefs Subcommittee addition to the Bylaws. He said it states “Coastal Plain Fire Chiefs Association. This Committee shall formulate guidance to the LEPC on monies donated to the LEPC by Industry or other entities on the allocation of such monies to the Emergency Response Community in all three Counties covered by the LEPC. The Committee will bring issues of concern from all entities of the Emergency Response Communities, including boundaries, equipment, support and training”. Brandon asked if there was a motion to update the Bylaws with the Fire Chiefs group. Jo Ann Ehmann made a motion to add the Fire Chiefs Subcommittee in the Bylaws and it was 2nd by Rickey McLester. Brandon told Nathan Kelley to tell us what your group needs and we will work with you and Nathan told him thank you.    
V. Special Topics: Laura Mahany/Air Liquide: Laura introduced herself and began a PowerPoint presentation.  She said Air Liquide is a Global company with the main headquarters in Paris France. The US headquarters is based in Houston. It is a world leader in gas, technologies and services for industry and health. Air Liquide is present in 80 countries with approximately 65,000 employees and serves more than 3.5 million customers. They have 20,000 employees in the US. They have 140 natural gas plants, oxygen, nitrogen and hydrogen are the core of the company’s business. She showed a map of their nitrogen and oxygen pipeline locations. They run from Lake Charles Louisiana to Corpus Christi. They supply products to major industries and they have a lot of trucks on the roads carrying cylinders. In San Patricio County they are located behind OxyChem and Chemours and only serve the Ingleside area. Safety is their core value and they have had a decrease in accidents. Brandon said without Nitrogen our plants down here could not start up. There was some more discussion and then Brandon thanked Laura for her presentation.
