I.
 Call to Order/Approval of Minutes:  The meeting was held in Sinton, Texas at the San Patricio County Civic Center. President Brandon Luttrell called the meeting to order at 1:31 p.m. He gave a welcome and thanked everyone for being in attendance. He introduced himself, Rick McLester, Judge David Krebs and Commissioner Gary Moore. He explained that a few members are attending the Enertech Mock Line Strike Exercise across the yard. They should be here shortly and he has asked Chad Burg with Enertech if he would speak during special topics when they are finished. JoAnn Ehmann made a motion to approve the March Executive and General Meeting Minutes and it was 2nd by David Krebs and the motion passed. 
II. 
Financial Report: Brandon said Sara Williams is attending the Exercise. He said there is currently $27,358.02 in the bank. They recently sent out invoices to all the industries for the Non Alert Communication System. There has been some misunderstanding about what this is for. He will clear that up later. At the last meeting they approved to have a financial audit and CPA Noel Snedeker was approached to do the audit. Noel sent an audit engagement letter and his initial payment will be $3,500.00. David Krebs asked why we are charged a monthly service charge if we are a nonprofit. Brandon said because we require two signatures on all checks. Claire Rieder said they charge to double check the signatures. There was not a motion to approve the financial report.  
III.     Subcommittee Reports:
1.   Communications – Oscar Rivera – Brandon said Oscar is attending the Exercise. Rickey McLester said the two towers in Aransas County are almost complete and the cutoff date for transferring over to the T25 System is June 6th. If you have the older radios, you should contact Aransas County to get upgraded. Brandon said Oscar Rivera gave ModaMidstream space for their antennas on their lots. Rick McLester said Refugio county is still in trouble with their communications system. They are operating off tables like these. So they are still living the nightmare of Hurricane Harvey. RJ Thomas said their towers are not climbable. So they can’t climb up to do repair work. He said the State of Texas will be conducting a Strategic Advanced Communications Workshop sometimes in September.   
2.   Exercise & Design – Rickey McLester Jr. – said he had nothing new to report.                        3.       Fire Chiefs – Nathan Kelley – was not present. RJ Thomas said the next Fire Chiefs Meeting will be June 18 at 6:30 pm at the Civic Center in Aransas Pass. They are working on the final draft of their Mutual Aid Agreement.  
4.   Hazard Analysis & Vulnerability – Rick McLester – said if you did not attend the Coastal Bend Hurricane Conference you missed a good show. John Metz did a drill using the Hurricane that hit Mexico Beach Florida and just overlaid it on our area. He showed how the Category 3 destruction hit thirty miles inland. He said just because you might have gone through a hurricane before or you have lived here your entire life it can happen and it can happen sixty miles inland. Aransas County was Ground Zero for Hurricane Harvey but it was nothing like they experienced in Florida at Mexico Beach. But don’t think it cannot happen here.     
5.      Health & Medical – Tracy Nytrai –  was not present. Claire Rieder said there are over fifty cases of flu at the Ingleside Elementary School. The Type A Flu did a mutation in the middle of the season and some people who were vaccinated still contacted it. There are still vaccines available but you will have to come into the health department for them. Summer months are upon us so be aware of Typhus from fleas and ticks. There has been a case of food related Vibrio, Ebola cases in Africa are climbing and summer months tend to bring more cases of ZIKA.
6. 
Public Information & Awareness – Gus Lopez – they are still coordinating with local schools for Shelter in Place but will probably not schedule until this fall. He is looking for other ways to get the message out to folks to sign up for the Non Alert Notification System. Claire Rieder said their Diabetes Group meeting speaker dropped out and maybe Gus would like to take his place. Rick McLester said in the past the LEPC has paid for advertisements in the local newspaper so if Gus wants to put something in the papers the LEPC will fund it. They could do this once a quarter or during hurricane season. Sara Williams said she can put something out on Facebook as well. Marty Wind said he would like to help and he could get something out on the radio to let the folks know San Patricio, Aransas and Refugio Counties are not forgotten. 


                    7.      Resource & Funding – Gary Moore – said we received sixteen Tier II Contributions from San Patricio County, one in Refugio and one in Aransas County with a total of $5,300.00.                       8.     Training –  RJ Thomas – said there is some health training June 13th at the Ortiz Center at 9:00 am and a State Hurricane Exercise on June 21. This exercise will test the state’s ability to support local jurisdictions in evacuating citizens in the coastal areas. Danielle Hale said there is an ICS 400 class May 22 and 23 at the Port. The class is almost full but there are a few openings. You may register at preparingtexas.org. Tim Vanlandingham said Voestalpine will be testing their notification system on July 17th and 18th at noon.  
IV. Action Items:  There were no Action Items. 
V. Special Topics: Enertech/Chad Burg:  Chad introduced himself and said he has been in Fire Fighting and Emergency Management for over twenty years in Killeen Texas. Enertech is a Liaison Service for Public Education and Advanced training for Pipeline Companies.  They do Pipeline Awareness, Safety and Response training. The Mock Line Strike is educating through demonstration. It involves a pipeline rupture scenario including the consequences of unsafe digging. They cover safe excavation practices, the consequences that can result from unsafe excavation, response and reporting. There was some more discussion then Chad said he had Pipeline Damage Prevention booklets on the table up front for anyone that wanted one. Brandon thanked Chad for speaking. 
VI.  Next Meeting Schedule: The next scheduled meeting is July 18, 2019. 
VII. Public Comments: Danielle Hale said she would like to introduce Emergency Management Specialist Luis Sandoval who just joined their team. Brandon told Luis welcome. 
VIII.    Adjourn: Brandon thanked everyone for coming. With no further business Danielle Hale made a motion to adjourn the meeting and it was 2nd by RJ Thomas. Brandon adjourned the meeting at 2:11 p.m.
