I.
 Call to Order/Approval of Minutes:  The meeting was held in Sinton, Texas at the San Patricio County Civic Center. Vice President Rick McLester said Brandon Luttrell could not be here today. Rick McLester called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m. He thanked everyone for being in attendance. He asked everyone to introduce themselves. JoAnn Ehmann made a motion to approve the May General Meeting Minutes and it was 2nd by David Krebs and the motion passed. 
II. 
Financial Report: Sara Williams was not present. Rick McLester said there is currently $34,796.04 in the bank. There was not a motion to approve the financial report.  
III.     Subcommittee Reports:
1.   Communications – Oscar Rivera – met with Corpus Christi Fire Department about the annexation of properties in San Patricio County. Who will respond to those in the annexed areas. It will take both Corpus and us and with Fire Com we can talk directly to our fire units. Rick McLester said Aransas County’s towers are complete and they are now using the Digital T25 system.  Oscar told Rick he cannot hear Aransas. Rick said they are on the roll out phase and they might have to reposition their antenna. Rick asked Bob Blaschke how Refugio County is doing. Bob said they are up and functional. They have a new tower in Tivoli and bids have gone out for the rest of the equipment.  Rick asked if anyone else had any questions. Beth Bearra said she is having some issues logging onto Code Red and if that is something he can help with. Rick said his main dispatcher Lee in Aransas County can help her. 
2.   Exercise & Design – Rickey McLester Jr. – was not present. 




  3.       Fire Chiefs – Nathan Kelley – said they had a meeting the other day, a lot of industry folks were there and discussed how they are going to protect the annexed areas. The subcommittee is still working on their mutual aid agreement. They are going to go through legal with the city to consider their options. Rick McLester said it can’t be about jurisdictions, somebody has to respond. Rick asked if the RFTC would respond to annexed areas. Nathan said the RTFC does not do municipal calls. But they will respond to hazmat calls. Our first responders are stepping up to the plate. Some more discussion followed then Nathan said quite a few of the fire departments are needing foam.  Ronald Williams said some states have already outlawed it. The EPA is regulating its use now. Nathan said most of our fire departments have no other alternative but to use the foam. Ronald said you can use it but you will be liable if any run off gets into any water systems or public waterways. 
4.   Hazard Analysis & Vulnerability – Rick McLester – said he had nothing to report.   
5.      Health & Medical – Tracy Nytrai –  was not present. Rick McLester said she sent over a report. He then read her info. “The Ambus has a problem with the chassis and they are hoping for its arrival in January. CCMC is continuing to train staff for Hospital First Receiver/Decontamination/Biological/Chemical training. The ER’s are still seeing a few flu patients. Don’t go to work sick and wash hands often. They are seeing an influx of strep throat and salmonella. They are continuing to fight the Zika virus. They have several patients with Vibrio bacterial infections. Be cognizant when fishing-swimming-surfing. If you get an injury, wash with soap and water, watch for signs of infection and seek medical attention immediately. Community concerns and collaboration to decrease the opiate use/abuse/addiction. It is a huge problem in our area. Cannabinoid Hyperemesis Syndrome, current strains of marijuana with higher levels of THC causing GI issues. Allegiance EMS has added at least three new trucks in Corpus, one in Rockport and one in Alice to help with the influx of patients. Halo Flight has added lifesaving blood products and in the last five weeks, five lives have been impacted. Continue Injury Prevention Awareness, water, helmet and seatbelt safety. Poison Control: 1-800-822-1222. Situational Awareness: Reduce, Respond, Report and Resolve. If you see something, report it, Use plain language. Donate Blood, TLC Complete Care, July 26th from 1:30 – 3:30. Please Donate.”

Shanna Owens said San Patricio County Office of Emergency Management is having their annual Preparedness Fair here at the Fairgrounds on September 19th. She has flyers on the front table.                       8.     Training –  RJ Thomas – he is working on dates for instructing the ICS 300/400 class.  
IV. Action Items: AT&T FirstNet Presentation/Mac Babineaux: Mac introduced himself and said he has been with AT&T for twenty-two years. The last five years he has been working with law enforcement on two-way communication to bridge the gap from radios and radiate towards cell phones. FirstNet is a nationwide wireless broadband network for first responders and it was created after 911. It builds a fast lane for first responders. During emergencies with heavy public use it can lead to wireless communication networks becoming overloaded and inaccessible. With FirstNet Public Safety gets a dedicated Fast Lane that provides highly secure communications with priority access. The program has a lot of applications and features developed for public safety and is very customizable. It allows first responders to reliably share videos, text messages, photos and other information during incidents. It has location services to help with mapping capabilities during rescue and recovery operations. It can be used on a wide range of devices. Mac showed what the program looks like on screen. He showed where you can have folders, contacts, channels, etc. How to send out PA Messages, geofencing on maps, etc. He also covered different plans and rates. There was some more discussion and time for questions. Rick McLester asked Mac if he can meet with some of the others who were not here today and Mac said he will be down here for another two weeks and yes he will come out and talk to anyone else interested. RJ Thomas said FirstNet will be doing a presentation for Ingleside on the Bay next Tuesday and anyone is invited. Overall it was a very informative presentation and Rick McLester thanked Mac for speaking. 
V. Special Topics: There were no special topics. 
VI.  Next Meeting Schedule: The next scheduled meeting is September 19, 2019. 
VII. Public Comments: Luis Sandoval from the Port of Corpus Authority said Danielle Hale could not be here today but she wanted him to thank all of the Fire Departments for their help with the Maritime Exercise.
