 Call to Order/Approval of Minutes:  The meeting was held in Sinton, Texas at the San Patricio County Civic Center. Brandon said none the less Rick was well deserving of the award. Brandon then gave everyone a few minutes to read over the March Executive and General meeting minutes. Tracy Nitrai said in 7. Resource and Funding it states that Chenier made a $4,000 contribution for the Alert System. They also made a $5,000 contribution in 2017 for the alert system. Brandon said the changes are noted and will be made. II. 
Financial Report:  Mattie Atkinson said there is $28,403.74 in the bank.  She said since the March meeting we have received six more Tier II Contributions totaling $4,800.00. We received one contribution from Koch Companies for $2,500.00 and we received a contribution from the Port of Corpus for the Non Alert System. Then we paid Code Red $25,000.00 for the Non Alert System annual payment. We have had a total of twenty Tier II Contribution this year of $5,800.00. Other contributions from Voestalpine for $4,000.00 and Cheniere for $4,000.00. So with the Ports Contribution the total contributions this year are $33,000.00. Thank you letters have been sent to all contributors. Rick Ortiz asked if there is any way to get more contributions. Brandon told the group that if you know of companies that are not contributing to contact them and ask them. Remind them our LEPC is an unfunded government mandate and we rely on contributions from them. Rick McLester made a motion to approve the financial report and it was 2nd by Stan Upton.  
III.     Subcommittee Reports:
1.   Communications – Leroy Moody – said he is hearing there are going to be changes by the Feds on radio systems. Rickey McLester said Nueces County and CCPD is already working on updating theirs to the phase 25 system by 2022 and Aransas and San Patricio Counties should be able to piggy back off them. They have started updating and it is happening now. Rick McLester said his people were very well versed at using the radios. They know the channels. A lot of them will just say oh we can’t get a channel but most will show you where the channels are. They know where the interoperable channels are. You will be amazed at what they know. RJ Thomas said on June 7th there is a meeting at the Portland Community Center at 8:00 am on updating the regular interoperability plan.  This meeting will last until 3:00 then they will have a First Net briefing for this region. He said First Net is real and it’s here. He will offer his assistance if any jurisdictions need help. He will run the exercises or show them how. Any way to increase proficiency with communications, he will help.    
2.   Exercise & Design – Rickey McLester Jr. – Brandon told Rickey he thinks it would be a good idea if they have an exercise this year. Rickey said he will contact Oscar Rivera about it. Rickey said they can use a lot from Harvey like lessons learned and from other people’s mistakes.  Rick Sr. said if they need help to let him know and if possible we will go out and create a drill for you. Christopher Boyce said he just wanted to thank this LEPC for their generous contribution to the CBCOG Hurricane Conference. They had around 1,100 people in attendance and we couldn’t have done it without the donors. Brandon said they are always happy to help. 
3.   Fire Chiefs – Lyle Lombard – Brandon asked Steve Loving if he would speak. Steve said he has reached out to the other Fire Chief’s a couple of times and they are working on getting back on track. Brandon said we do not have a Fire Chiefs Subcommittee Chair since Lyle Lombard left and he then asked a show of hands of fire chiefs in the room. Brandon then asked Steve Loving if he would be willing to chair that subcommittee and Steve said he would.  Brandon said it is now official that Steve Loving is the new Fire Chiefs Subcommittee Chairman. 
4.   Hazard Analysis & Vulnerability – Rick McLester – told industry if they have not contacted their emergency managers on Mitigation they should do so. If your facility is classified as a regulated facility you should have your list of needs on the Mitigation requests or you could fall through the cracks. 
5.      Health & Medical – Tracy Nytrai – introduced herself and said May has been busy. It was Trauma Awareness Month.  This week is National Nurses Week and EMS Week. We had National Injury Prevention week, Motorcycle Awareness and American Stroke Awareness Month. For those of us that qualify it was Older Americans Month. Memorial Day is coming up. National Hurricane Preparedness week is May 22 - 28. CCMC had Life Champion Day to promote the gift of life to be a donor. Watch out for snakes as we have had several cases of snake bites in the last week. All four ER’s have anti venom. Bay Area Medical Center has a level 2 trauma center and Aransas Hospital should be fully running by mid-June. There have been declared cases of Ebola outbreak in urban areas. Two nurses have died. There is a multistate outbreak of Salmonella from eggs linked to Rose Acre Farms. So throw away any eggs purchased from there. Coconuts were a concern but seem to be okay now but if you have had one sitting on the shelf you should throw it out. There have been twenty-three more reported cases of E-Coli from romaine lettuce. In thirteen states. Zika is still around so use mosquito spray. As far as Education the CCMC and DRMC will be hosting the Bi Annual Hazmat First Responders Training on June 29th. This is not open to the public yet but soon will be. CBRAC will be having Pediatric Disaster Responses and Emergency Preparedness on July 10 -11. Medical Preparedness and Response for Bombing Incidents on June 25-26. They have done Stop the Bleed Classes for the Skidmore ISD with around 160 people with kits and tourniquets. Stop the Bleed helps because the number one cause of death in trauma is blood loss. You may go to the CBRAC website to sign up or request a class. Driscoll’s Hospital has bicycle /atv helmets and car seats and they offer car seat training technician classes. They now have classes for Senior Falls. The Nueces County Medical Society Health Fair is scheduled for August 11. Rick asked Tracy where the eggs were from that should not be eaten. Tracy said from Rose Acres Farms. Rick then said they have a lot of underwater debris from Harvey. It was found by sonar and it is about two hundred feet offshore. So be careful if you are going out in a boat in the bay. Clara Rieder said Vibrio is a concern so if you are going out in the water and get cut go to the doctor and get on antibiotics. 
6. Public Information & Awareness – Ricardo Ortiz – said the Port of Corpus gave a $25,000.00 donation to kick off the Non Alert System with Onsolve. A letter of commitment to industry partners for their support for next year will be going out soon. Brandon said they will be rolling out the Non-Alert system quickly. He said thank you very much to the Port. A lot of work went into getting this done. Brandon said if you know of a school district that would like the Shelter in Place Program to let them know they are still doing it. Someone asked Brandon if they could add law enforcement to do Active Shooter. Brandon said that would be a very good idea.                                                                                                             7.      Resource & Funding – Rick Ott – was not present. Mattie reported on Resource and Funding during the Financial Report. 


           





             8.        Training –  RJ Thomas – said they will be doing ICS 300/400 for fire fighters in this region on June 6th. He tries to do one down here every year but if you need ICS Classes you can go to preparingtexas.org. Brandon said the Regional LEPC Workshop is on June 21st at Del Mar College and is free. Get with him and he will show you how to sign up. He encourages everyone to attend. David Cave said they have done Active Shooter classes with the Coast Guard and have got industry involved. It is a good idea for industry to get with law enforcement on this because you never know when there might be a disgruntled employee. It could be your worst nightmare so you need to train for best practices at industry sites.   
IV. Action Items: Election of Officers – RJ Thomas said he makes a motion to nominate the current slate of officers to stay the same. Rick McLester said they need to add Steve Loving as the Fire Chief Subcommittee Chairman. RJ said he amends his motion to include Steve Loving and it was 2nd by Shanna Owens and the motion carried.

VI.  Next Meeting Schedule: The next scheduled meeting is July 19, 2018. 
VII. Public Comments: Brandon said he would like to introduce his son Kolten Luttrell. He just graduated high school and also graduated from the Del Mar Fire Academy with honors. So it is his first step into the Emergency Response field and he is very proud of him. Everyone applauded Koltens achievements.
